State Legislature Update(Editorial)

As I mentioned at the Board Meeting 1ast Saturday, there are many things, both
good & bad ongoing with this Legislative Session that I believe requires each mem-
ber to review and respond to our elected representatives Senater Bob Deuell and
Representative Dan Flynn, There were approximately 7,335 Bills filed this session
and two areas are extremely important to us. I will briefly sumamarize the pro-
posed Bills that I believe could impact us the most if approved and become law. I
will categorize the Bills into two areas, Water Code issues and HOA/POA issues.

Wiater Code;

As you know Jay Wiesner & 1 have been working with a GLPC group called Texans
Against Monarch Excessive Rates (T.AME.R) and have made numerous trips to
Austin in an attempt to get our elected representatives to assist us in getting the
Water Code changed to prevent private utility companies from being able to raise
and implemernt water/sewerage rates without a Public Hearing and approval of
TCEQ. No one denies that companies are in business to make a profit and no one
here at Callender Lake has a water quality issue nor do we have sewer issues, but
many rate payers are not as fortunate as we are. The issue is that as the current
Water Code is written, Monarch has been given an exemption to certain portions
of the Code, and has the ability to raise & implement rate increases as they deem
necessary and are allowed a 12% return on investment which is unhesard of, espe-
cially in these economic times. They do not provide lifeline rates for genior citizens
and/or the disable and the amount currently charged before any usage has the po-
tential to create financial hardship on some. The trips to Austin seem to have paid
off as several Settators and Representatives have drafted proposed Bills that could
assist ratepayers in reducing utility costs. The below listed proposed Bills, if

passed, would greatly assist in getting the Water Code changed to protect the rate
payer:
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SB 717-SenaorNichols-clarifies the intent of existing law to state a utility company
must prove that systems are substantially similar before requesting a
consolidated tariff.

SR.719-Senator Nichols-allows TCEQ Executive Director to establish an interim
rate for ratepayers until conclusion of a contested rate case.

SB-720-Senator Nichols-creates a disincentive for a utility company to negotiate
with their rate payers for an expedited conclusion to a contested case
hearing.

HB 1245-Rep. Brown-defines TCEQ as a regulatory authority and allows Executive
Director to establish interim rates. :

HB1341-Rep. Brown-eliminates attorney and expert fees .frum a contested rate case
that may be recovered by the utility company.

HB1734-Rep. Walle-would impose a 3 year stay-out period between rate increases
and eap increases at 20% per filing.

HB3366-Rep. Rose-bars utility’s recovery of all rate case expenses; incorporates
HB1245(Brown)interim rate ideas; incorporates HB1734 stay-out & cap

procedures; increases from 60 to 120 days the notice period before rates can
go into effect.

In addition to these proposed Bills, SB1960(Wentworth), HB2166(Rose), HB1784
(Fiynw/King) and CSSB 720 are all good Bills. All House Bills have been assigned to
the Natural Eesource Committee for review and this Committee makes the decision
as to whether the Bills proceed further or die in Committee. All these proposed
Bills can be read in full, with pending status, by going to texaslegisla-
tureonline.com. It would be a great help if each property owner would take the time
to contact Senator Deuells Austin Office at 512-463-0102 (Chief of Staff, Don T.
Forse, Jr.) and Representative Dan Flyuns Austin office at 512-463-0880(Chief of
Staff Jenni Franks) and tell them that you support and request they support the
| above proposed water bills, If these Bills are not passed, then we can all expect ad-
ditional rate increases within two years,

HO A Legislation:

The last “Bill Alert” count I received for HOA/POA’s numbered 62 House Bills & 19
Senate Bills, All these bills can be reviewed in detail on the web-site listed above. I
urge you to take the time to do so. You can be concerned about the “perceived” pow-
ers of the Board even though it is controlled by approved governing documents, but
vou truly need to be concerned about what is going on in Austin without your
knowledge and/or your input. The major problem that we “environs”, I thought we
were rural communities but I learned in Austin we are not, we are “environs”, are

impacted by laws passed by elected representatives from the Urban/Metropolitan
areas such as Houston, Dallas/Ft. Worth, Austin, San Antonio, El Paso, etc.. These

n
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areas are very large and have many more representatives than t?m:se of us in rural/
environ areas. HOA/POA’s in these urban areas include Cc_mdc:mfmuma & Apart-
ments as well as private residences and most are within eity '11m1t5. They do n?ii
have the same issues that rural communities have, however if the pmp_nsed Bil 8 by
these legislators pass and become part of the Btate Prnperty.Code, the xmpact,. gen-
erally speaking, rolls downhill to include sl HOA/POA’s. 1 will nm:'bore you with all
the details but I will just identify a few pending Bills and summarize some of the
things that could impact all rural Associations if passed.

$B237-Senator West-requires background check for all board members prior to  be-
ing elected to sexrve on a Board; requires a peutral third party to ta‘bulate vﬂtfzs of
any election but excludes certain projects in Houston; requires ad#anced pubhc 1no-
tice of all Board & Committee meetings; mandates certain provisions that must be
in any set of By-Laws.

5B240-Senator West-makes payments for assessed fines voluntary on one hfmfl and
" yet accesses fines to Asgociations that do not levy fines; very contradictive.

SB429-Senator West-prohibits foreclosure by non-judicial method by requiring a
Iawsuit and increasing cost on both property owner & Association; also
eliminates the provision that caps court-dwarded damages at $200.00 per day
for violations. ‘ '

HB2254-Gattis-By 13/31/09; HOA Board must amend By-Laws to comply with this
Bill.

HB4148-Rose-Reduces statute of limitations on assessmerit debt from 4 to 3 years;
makes assessment debt subject to Fair Debt Collection Practices.

HB1976-Solomons-expands definition of “dedicatory instrument” further muddying -
already murky waters; POA cannot regulate parking on streets; HOA must use
a County Judge, County Election Administrator or a County Voter Registrar to
tdbulate every vote of the POA members; ballots must be signed By owner{no
ore secret hallots) and must be filed with the County Clerk; no proxy voting al-

I could go on & on but hopefully you get the idea. Our elected State Representatives
are supposed to be watching out for us but with the power of the Urban areas they
are outmanned. These identified are bad for rural associations and they are just the
tip of the iceberg. Our elected representatives need to kear your conterns, so once
again, I request you contact the State Offices identified previously and agk them to
not stand by and allow Urban representatives dictate how our Associations must be
run. The property owners who reside here need to mike that decision, not anyone
else, Ask our elected representatives to vote NO on the above Bills. I realize that

this is a long article but I believed that each of you, as taxpayers & property owners
needed to know what is happening in Austin.
